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Historic Carter House Society Inc.

Meeting Minutes
June 30, 2015
Vickie Robinson, Chairman, called to order the meeting of Historic Carter House Society Inc (HCHS) held at the Carter House, 30325 Carter Cemetery Road, Springfield, LA at 2:00 PM.

Attendance: Vickie Robinson, Linda Simoneaux & Shelley Simmons.  Beverly Burgess was absent from the meeting.
Motions were made by Linda Simoneaux and seconded by Shelley Simmons to approve the minutes of the November 16, 2014 Board Meeting, December 14, 2014 Annual Membership Meeting, and the February 24, 2015 Board Meeting.
Linda Simoneaux gave a Financial Report and handed out an Income Statement covering the period January 1, 2015 to May 31, 2015, copy attached.  She explained that the information below the Income Statement shows a detail list of the June Income and Expense Transactions that result in the present bank balance of $10,098.94.

Vickie Robinson gave a report on the status of restoration work saying to only portion on the outside of the house that has not been cleaned/painted is the left side of the house.  This portion is mostly brick so there probably won’t be much wood replacement.  The bid she had obtained from Ryder & Ryder included cost to clean, prime, paint, material and labor for a total of $2,350.00 and the soffit and fascia cost for material and labor will be approximately an additional $950.00 unless something is found to be badly rotten once they get up there.  This work has not been done and is being held up until a decision is made on what to do about the major items that have come up concerning the disrepair of the barn, electrical service to the Pool House, and to fix the pond so it will hold water.
With the discussion about the barn there was no consensus of whether the barn should be torn down or repaired.  Linda Simoneaux said she was looking at this strictly as a financial matter and could not see the value.  Vickie Robinson said she saw it as an asset to have it repaired because it would add additional space for events, plus we can raise our fee when the barn is used for an event.  Vickie stated she was looking for additional funding from a couple of sources in order to save the barn.  The matter was tabled until a discussion could be held with Beverly Burgess present.
Vickie explained that the problem with the pond is being reviewed by Kenney Sharp who is with the Livingston LSU Ag Group.  Kenney has suggested that we go through a series of investigative items to see if we can determine what the problem is before we spend a lot of money and won’t end up fixing the problem.  At this point he is discussing the problem with the Hydrology group of the LSU Ag Services and will report back to Dave Anderson and Vickie.
Vickie Robinson discussed the Christmas Open House date and told the board that the dates of December 11 and 18 are on hold for the CPCA Christmas Party so the Board made a unanimous decision to schedule the Open House for December 4 for the Head Start Children, and the Open House for the public on December 5 & 6, 2015.
Vickie Robinson discussed the regular open house dates that we are required to hold and said the discussion at the Annual Meeting there was a consensus to schedule them on Sunday afternoons from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM but not schedule any during the football season.  The date selected for the month of July is the 2nd Sunday of the month which will be July 12 and for the month of August it will again be the 2nd. Sunday of the month which will be August 9 and the times the house will be open will be from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM.  Vickie will get the information added to the calendar of events in the newspapers.
Fund Raisers for 2015 were discussed and Shelley Simmons asked Linda Simoneaux what was the fundraiser that produced the most profit other than the Golf Tournament and Linda responded that it was the original fund raiser that was the Wine Tasting/Silent Auction.  The group discussed the amount of work involved but decided it would be a good idea to schedule one of these events before the end of the year.  Vickie reported that a resident in Carter Plantation suggested we have a Beer Tasting so the board thought it might be interesting to have beer and wine.  Vickie will work on finding someone to furnish or help furnish the beer and wine.  Vickie asked each board member to come up with items for the auction and said the following items are good:  restaurant gift certificates, gift bags or baskets, tickets to some event/function.  

Vickie reminded the board there is still enough items upstairs in the Carter House to hold the Flea Market Sale and should be considered.

The question on the agenda about a posting on Facebook when an individual asked a questions and we should reply, see attachment, Shelley showed Vickie and Linda how this should be done.
The schedule for the Carter House was listed on the Agenda, also below, for everyone’s information and no further discussion or questions were asked.
